Agenda Items:

Action for Ledgemore Properties by Glen Fast to rezone lot 3-B Crandall Crossing Subdivision from I-2 Light Industrial to C-3 Commercial and recommend ordinance to Harrison City Council.  There was some discussion among the Commissioners concerning the plat and an “Unknown” property owner that was abutting the lot and if all the proper notification had been accomplished.
