Mayor Moles called the meeting to order, and asked Councilman Cone to lead the group in an opening prayer.  Mayor Moles then lead everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

Police:  Chief Murphy presented the Council with an activity report for the month of September and answered questions from the Council.

Public Works:  Director Gelinas gave a brief update on the Public Works department and the activity for the month of September and answered question from the Council. Gelinas then went on to explain the City’s Street Light Policy to the Council.  

Fire:  Chief Neal presented the Council with an activity report for the month of September and answered questions from the Council.

Accounting:  Director Ragland asked the Council if there were any questions from the Financials that they had received at the September Committee meeting.

Parks:  Director Phillips gave a brief summary of the activity for the month of September and answered questions from the Council.  Councilman Sherrell then shared with the Council CATPC’s plan to hire a Sports/Activities Director.

Housing:  Director Holcomb presented the Council with an activity report for the month of September and answered questions from the Council.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:  

Cemetery: Councilman Sherrell made a motion “To place the Investments of the Perpetual Care Fund with Merrill Lynch”.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Moser.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Finance:  Councilman Cone made a motion “To establish March 9, 2010 as the date for the upcoming Infrastructure and ¼¢ Sales Tax Votes”.  Councilman Griffin seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, the motion carried.

Personnel:   No Report

Insurance & Benefits: Councilman Harness was pleased to advised the Council that with the exception of a few minor changes the City’s Health Insurance would be renewed at basically the same rate as last year.

Planning and Liaison:  No report.

Police and Fire: No report

Solid Waste:  Mayor Moles gave a brief report on the activities of the Solid Waste District and the effects on Harrison.  Mayor Moles also advised the council that the next meeting of the Solid Waste District would be October 13, 2009 here in the Council Room.

Parks/Recreation and Tourism:  No Report.  

Construction & Equipment:  No report.

Planning Commission:  Councilman Fowler gave a report of the September activities of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Councilman Fowler then introduced a proposal from Jeff Laur asking the City to vacate an undeveloped street that joins his property. 

Ordinances & Resolutions: Councilman Fowler asked the Council to consider making Harrison’s public properties, with the exception of the cemeteries, Geo Cache Friendly.  Mayor Moles explained that it was not necessary to do so and advised the Council that he had already given permission to a local group to place Geo Caches on City property other than the cemeteries.

Councilman Moser made a motion to place proposed Ordinance #1305 “AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING AMENDMENTS TO THE PERSONNEL POLICY HANDBOOK FOR CITY EMPLOYEES; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY” on it’s first reading. The motion was seconded by Councilman Fowler.  During discussion Councilman Moser made a motion to amend Ordinance#1305 to add to  paragraph 5.1.3 “Employed with the City of Harrison” for the employees that would receive  the extra day of vacation.  Councilman Fowler seconded the motion.  The vote on the amendment was all Ayes, motion carried.  The Council then proceeded to vote on the Motion to approve Ordinance 1305 as amended.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.  Councilman Harness made a motion to suspend the rules and allow Ordinance 1305 to be read by Title Only.  Councilman Moser seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.  Councilman Moser then made a motion to place Ordinance 1305 on it’s second and third readings by title only.  Councilman Griffin seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.  Councilman Harness then made a motion to adopt Ordinance #1305. Councilman Moser seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.  Finally Councilman Cone made a motion to enact the Emergency Clause.  Councilman Griffin seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Old Business: No old business.
New Business: Kim Rosson addressed the Council and asked that the Council allow the Goblin Booster Club to shoot off fireworks at the Goblins home football games.  After much discussion Councilman Sherrell made a motion to Allow the Booster Club to shoot off fireworks at the Goblins home games, as long as they met all the safety requirements of the Police and Fire Departments and had the proper State Permits.
