Commissioner Brown moved to accept the minutes from the October 26, 2010 Planning Commission meeting.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Raney.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Agenda Items:

Action on public hearing for Dolly Cowan:

· Commissioner Brown made a motion to recommend to the City Council that they approve  a re-zone from R-2 (General Residential) to C-3 (Highway Commercial) for lots 1,2, and 3 of the Clavey Subdivision.  The property is located at 902 Francis St., and owned by Dolly Cowan.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Raney.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

New Business:  

Commissioner Norton reported that he had been asked if Liquor Stores were permitted under our current zoning regulations.  Norton advised the Commission that currently there was not a specific listing for Liquor Stores but that they would have to be permitted by a “Use by Review” status until current zoning is updated.

Commissioner Raney then asked the Commission if petition signatures were required on Re-Zoning applications.  Commissioner Norton advised that per Arkansas State Law, the public notice published in the local paper and the public hearing actually met all the criteria for the “Notice to the Public” and that the signatures are really not a requirement.  The Commission has just requested the adjoining land owners sign the petition statement showing that they had been notified that a Public Hearing would be held and that if they wished they could attend the meeting to voice their opinions.

Commissioner Raney then asked if the commission was requiring 2 means of ingress and egress for commercial businesses.  He stated concern that the Dollar General store under construction on Capps Rd. only had 1 ingress and egress.  Commissioner Norton advised that under current zoning regulations the City did not require 2 means of ingress and egress.  City Inspector Johnson advised the Commission that under certain building sizes and forms of occupancy there may be multiple means of ingress and egress due to Fire Code Regulations.
