Councilman Harness made a motion to adopt the Ordinance. Councilman Moser seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Councilman Cone made a motion to enact the Emergency Clause for this Ordinance. Councilman Griffin seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Councilman Moser made a motion to adopt a proposed resolution no. 1063 titled: A Resolution by the 75th Convention of the Arkansas Municipal League for the Legislation to Fully and Fairly Fund Local Police and Firemen’s Retirement Programs.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Griffin.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.
