Agenda Items:

Action on request by Debra Spilman, 217 Durand St. to expand a non-conforming structure.  Commissioner Fowler moved to deny the request.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Kimes.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Action on request by Wal Mart to use proposed easement for the 25’ setback needed for a lot split at the carwash.  Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the request contingent upon Wal Mart signing an agreement making the easement a permanent part of the setback.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Evans.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Action on request on a Preliminary Plat Review and Approval for Lennie North Subdivision, by NMCO LLC.   After much discussion concerning the water drainage concerns, along with the curbing and guttering, and missing required items from the application check list.  Commissioner Fowler moved to table the request.  Commissioner Evans seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Action on Public input concerning the Proposed Sign Ordinance.  After much discussion Commissioner Norton stated that he would talk to Mayor Moles about forming a Workshop on the proposed ordinance.  Taking the comments from the Public Hearing and asking that representatives from the 3 sign companies that spoke in opposition to the ordinance to be part of the workshop.

Old Business:

Dr. Tom Hoberrock spoke to the Commission concerning the Mary Mother of God Catholic private cemetery.  Hoberrock advised that the church would include the suggested easement as part of the cemetery.  Commissioner Fowler moved to approve the requested lot split contingent upon the easement being part of final plat.  Commissioner Kimes seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.
