There was a regular meeting of the Harrison City Council on August 2, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Room at City Hall.

Mayor Moles called the meeting to order, and asked Councilman Cone to lead the group in an opening prayer.

Mayor Moles then lead everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Councilman Cone made a motion to adopt the minutes from the July 12, 2010 Council meeting.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Savage.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

Police:  Chief Murphy presented the Council with an activity report for the month of July. Murphy went on to announce the Police and Kids Youth Camp would begin on August 3, 2010.  Chief Murphy and the Council commended the officers of the Harrison Police Department for their work during the recent gun standoff.

Public Works:  Director Gelinas gave a report for the departments activities for the month of July.  Gelinas advised the Council that flashing traffic beacons would be installed by the end of August.  These lights are in school traffic areas and are part of a Arkansas Highway Department grant.  Gelinas advised the Council that he had spoken to the Corps of Engineers concerning the recent question of allowing a radio controlled boat vendor to operate on Lake Harrison.  Gelinas stated that the Corps of Engineers had no problem with the boats.

Fire:  Chief Webb presented the Council with an activity report for the month of July.  Webb thanked local businesses and supporters for their help in supporting the Back to School Backpack of School Supplies program.  Webb advised that it will be held Saturday August 7th at 9:00 am.  Webb reported that last year the department gave out approximately $8000 worth of supplies to approximately 800 kids.

Accounting:  Director Ragland asked the Council if they had any questions from the financial report that was given out at the July committee meeting.

Parks: Director Phillips gave a brief report on the activities from July.  Phillips went on to report that he was pleased with the attendance numbers at the pool this summer and that the program has made great strides in supporting itself.

Housing:  Director Holcomb presented the Council with an activity report for the month of July.  Holcomb went on to advise the Council about the shortage of good rental properties in the City and the continued need for more affordable housing.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:  

Cemetery: Councilman Sherrell made a motion to allow the Cemetery Perpetual Care Trust to reimburse the 20th Century Club for monies spent on repairs to the trees and cemeteries in the amount of $17,325.  This amount is ½ of what was spent and requested.  In January 2011 the committee would consider approving the remaining balance at that time.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Cone.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Councilman Crockett seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.  Councilman Moser then made a motion to Suspend the rules and not require the Ordinance to read in its entirety.  Councilman Fowler seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, the motion carried.  Councilman Fowler then made a motion to place Ordinance 1324 on its 2nd and 3rd readings by title only.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Cone.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.  Councilman Harness then made a motion to adopt Ordinance 1324.  Councilman Cone seconded the motion.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.  Councilman Cone then made a motion to enact the Emergency Clause.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Fowler.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Mayors Comments:  

Mayor Moles asked the Council when they would like to meet in September since the regular meeting time would be on Labor Day.  Councilman Cone made a motion to have the meeting on September 13, 2010 at 6:00 in the Council Chambers.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Fowler.  The vote was all Ayes, motion carried.

Ed Levy and Mark Peters introduced themselves and spoke to the Council about the Charret meetings and their desire to help Harrison with long term planning and establishing ideas and plans to enhance Harrison and its economic future.

Mayor Moles then gave the Council an update on the Community Garden Project.

Councilman Fowler then asked Mayor Moles if he could be placed on the September Council Meeting agenda.

Mosco Cash addressed the Council and shared his concerns and past problems with the Harrison Skate Park.
